THE HATTERS NICKNAME

The unlikely combination of a famous hat
manufacturer and a university produced a novel
nickname for Stetson University. The athletic teams
are called “Hatters,” reflecting the university’s
association with John B. Stetson, maker of the well-
known Stetson hats. It all began in 1883 when Henry
DelLand founded the DeLand Academy. Three years
later, after a disastrous freeze affecting the citrus
industry left DeLand in financial distress, Stetson,
who had a winter home in DeLand, became interested
in the school. At DeLand’s request, Stetson was made
chairman of the Board of Trustees in 1889 and the
university was renamed in his honor.

Stetson University fielded the first

football team in Florida in 1901. The

name “Hatter” was used then and

is still in use today.

1st Quarter Success

Stetson is outscoring its opponents by 173 points in first quarters this year (530-357). Stetson has led after
the first quarter in all 14 ASUN games, and in 23 of the team’s 29 games this year (the Hatters are 21-2 in
those games). Stetson has not trailed after the first quarter since Tennessee State led 17-16 after 1Q on Dec.
20. The last eight opponents are averaging 9.4 first quarter points (includes totals of 3 vs. UNF, 4 vs. NJIT, 6
vs. Jacksonville, 5 vs. NJIT).

Defensive Intensity

At the end of non-conference play, the Hatters allowed 59.4 points per game and ranked 82nd in the NCAA in
scoring defense. In ASUN play, the Hatters have allowed an average of 54.3 points per game, and their scoring
defense ranking has dropped to 32nd in the NCAA at 56.9 points allowed per game. Over the past 13 games,
Stetson is allowing just 52.0 points per game.

Free Throw Shooting

Stetson spent three weeks as the No. 1 team in the country in free throw shooting back in January. Currently
the Hatters rank seventh overall in the NCAA with a free throw percentage of .784. Among all individuals,
Brianti Saunders ranks second in the NCAA with a .934 percentage. Bridget Carlton of lowa State leads all
players with a .938 free throw percentage. The Hatters have four of the top players in the ASUN in free throw
shooting.

Overtime Victories
Stetson has won three overtime games this year, the most since also winning three in the 2004-05 season.

Comeback Victories

Stetson has twice rallied from double-digit deficits to win this year. The Hatters trailed by 14 points to Bethune-
Cookman in the second quarter (won 63-60), and trailed by 10 points to Weber State in the first quarter
(won 70-68). The Hatters have also rallied five times from second-half deficits to win (Bethune, Weber State,
Northern Kentucky, JU, Lipscomb, and FGCU).

Home Cooking
Stetson is 13-2 at home this season and outscoring their opponents by an average of 17.9 ppg (74.0 to 56.1).
Over the past 94 home games, the Hatters are 83-11 (.883). That dates back to the 2010-11 season.

Magic Numbers: 63 and 74
