News and Notes

Preview

The Stetson women’s basketball team returns to Preseason WNIT action Friday as the
Hatters visit Stephen F. Austin. Tip-off is scheduled for 8 pm ET at the William R. Johnson
Coliseum. Stetson will play again Saturday against either Georgia State or North Carolina
A&T. The two Friday losers play at 5 pm ET, while the winners play at 7 pm ET.

The All-Time Series vs. the Opponents

Friday will mark the first-ever meeting between Stetson and Stephen F. Austin. Georgia State
leads the all-time series 24-23 over Stetson, with the last meeting coming in 2010. North
Carolina A&T leads the all-time series 2-0 over Stetson. The teams last met in 2007.

Oklahoma Recap

Stetson fell 78-60 to 11th-ranked Oklahoma in the Preseason WNIT opener. The Hatters
trailed by just nine at halftime still only trailed 49-39 with 14:22 to play. Senior Sasha Sims led
three Hatters in double figures with 16 points. Junior Jama Sharp registered 11 points and
six assists while freshman Brianti Saunders added 10 points in her collegiate debut. Stetson
connected on 18 of its 21 free throw attempts.

Freshman Shine in Debut

Four Hatter freshmen made their collegiate debut at Oklahoma. Brianti Saunders scored 10
points and grabbed four rebounds (three offensive) in 38 minutes. Amber Porter collected
eight points, five rebounds, and two blocks in 14 minutes, DeAsia Beal played 18 minutes
and scored two points on a nice drive to the basket, and Stacia Allen played seven minutes.

Three-Year Success Part Il (State of Florida)

Since the start of the 2010-11 season, the Hatters have compiled a 67-34 record (.663). Only
two other teams in the state of Florida have more over wins than Stetson: FGCU (86) and
Miami (76). Only Stetson, FGCU, Miami, and Florida have won 20+ games in each of the
past three seasons.

Three-Year Success Part lll (Atlantic Sun)

Over the past three seasons, Stetson is 39-17 (.696) in Atlantic Sun regular season games
and 8-1 in A-Sun tournament games. The Hatters have reached the A-Sun Championship
game all three years, winning it twice (2011, 2013).

Roster Turnover

The Hatters graduated six seniors off of last year’s squad and have welcomed seven
newcomers to the program. Among the graduates were Atlantic Sun Conference first-team
all-conference selections Victoria McGowan (15.9 ppg) and Shanasa Sanders (13.8 ppg). In
all, Stetson lost 53% of its scoring from a year ago, and 55% of its rebounding.

Sasha Sims Chasing School Points Record

Senior Sasha Sims is climbing the charts towards the school record for most career points.
She currently ranks 15th in Stetson history with 1138 points. Sims is 432 points shy of tying
the all-time Stetson points record-holder Michelle Michael (1570 points).

Senior Sasha Sims is just one of 13 players in Stetson history to record over 1000 points and
500 rebounds in a career, and she accomplished it in just three seasons.

The Hatters Nickname

The unlikely combination of a famous hat
manufacturer and a university produced a
novel nickname for Stetson University. The
athletic teams are called “Hatters,” reflecting
the university’s association with John B.
Stetson, maker of the well-known Stetson
hats. It all began in 1883 when Henry DelLand
founded the DeLand Academy. Three years
later, after a disastrous freeze affecting
the citrus industry left DeLand in financial
distress, Stetson, who had a winter home in
DelLand, became interested in the school.
At Deland’s request, Stetson was made
chairman of the Board of Trustees in 1889
and the university was renamed in

his honor. Stetson University

fielded the first football team

in Florida in 1901. The name

“Hatter” was used then and

is still in use today.
